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The Interspirit Foundation is a new 501c3 organization concerned with issues involving spirit and civic life.  We are considering questions regarding the character and quality of our national political conversation, particularly involving the interactions of the US Congress and other political leadership.  
We have been looking into these issues for some time, and are now beginning an activist development of this work, extending in a variety of interrelated directions, as we explore how it might be possible to beneficially impact the tone and value of our national dialogue.   We agree with those voices who have been saying that our politics is “broken” and in serious need of repair and reformation.  
Today, in the context of our current economic crisis, this call for reform is louder than ever.  How did our situation become so precarious?  We are supposing that our inability to repair this ongoing “brokenness” has left our government weakened and compromised – and that something new and profoundly authentic is needed now.  Some elements of our approach:
1. Develop a liaison among interfaith, religious and spiritual organizations, interested in beneficially influencing the tone and quality of our national conversation
2. Build connectivity with secular and political organizations and invite their participation

3. Directly involve the input and interaction of our political leaders, inviting them into a cocreative and constructive process that supports a transformation of the spirit of dialogue

4. Begin to develop inclusive and holistic approaches to broadly interconnected problems

Taking an approach like this, we can begin to weave a national network of concerned individuals, agencies and political leaders, in an ongoing conversation that reviews the weaknesses that are wounding our nation, and develops constructive solutions that draw on the full range of creative talent available in our society.  By building this project in a spirit of constructive support, we can engage participation from all sectors, avoid the finger-pointing of blame and anger, and create a powerful new approach to collective problem-solving.  

We can develop this work in a way that is fully consistent with our greatest national traditions, and requires no legislation to enact.  Our leaders can find themselves supported rather than attacked, sectors of society that today regard one another with deep suspicion and mistrust can begin to understand one another, and the quality of our collective self-governance can begin to recover the greatness that is inherent in our national identity.
