We are delighted to announce the launch of our new online network 

and database directory.  You are invited to join us.

WHAT IS IT?

The EDUCATION AND SPIRITUALITY NETWORK is an online opportunity for anyone in the field of religious diversity and/or spirituality in education to find out who is doing related work.  Set up as a directory, the network provides space for individuals to list their:

1) Organization(s)/Institution(s)

2) Programs

3) Publications

4) Research

By querying the directory you can find out about any of these areas and can contact the appropriate network members directly for additional information.

There is also a calendar where you can post upcoming conferences and other related events.

WHO CAN JOIN?

If you work in the field of religious diversity and/or spirituality in education, and have programs, publications, and/or research in this field, you can post your information on the directory.

If you are simply interested in finding out about who’s doing what in the field, you can join the network to access the information in the directory, and to receive the periodic EDUCATION as Transformation newsletter.

WHAT DOES IT COST?

Absolutely nothing.  The space has been donated and the website is self-sustaining.  Once you post your information on the directory, it is up to you to keep it updated.

HOW DO I SIGN UP?

Put our URL (website address) in the address bar of your browser and click:

then follow the instructions below.

Though the project is just beginning, there are almost 1600 people already listed on our network, and you may be one of them.  If you have received your “username and password” through one of our email announcements, you already have a membership in the network, and all you have to do is go to the website, log in with your username information, and tell us about your work.

IF…

· You already have a username and password – log in with your existing information.

· You think you have an account, but can’t remember it – click the “Don’t know your password?” link, and it can be sent to you immediately.

· You are completely new – you are cordially invited to fill out our brief “Join Us” form, and a new account will be created for you.  Your login information will be sent to you immediately.

If you already have a username and password, put that information in the login box, as in this example, and click “Login”

Mission / Description: The existence of religious diversity in our world is a fact, and its significance for peaceful global co-existence is clear. But
in addition to the variety of religious traditions, a new phenomenon has emerged among students in higher education and in the culture at large. It
is often expressed as “I'm not religious but 'm spifitual.’ These are the people in whose lives traditional religion has been missing or has not
served adequately. Both religious diversity and non-raditional spirituality are the focus of much discussion. These are sensitive topics, however.
Ina structured institutional setting, such discussions are best handled through skilfiul facilitation. Many professional educators shy away from
approaching these topics, feeling unprepared for the emotions and controversies they may kindle. Faculty and staff need preparation for leading
sensitive discussions, and students who are looking toward the possibility of leadership careers would be well served by having exposure to the
understandings, skills and attitudes required for effective dialogue. Such leaders need to be reflective practitioners, skilled at faciltating both
self-reflective practice and dialogue amongst diverse others. This workshop provides an initial, intensive training for students preparing for
leadership and for interested faculty and staff. The materials in this handbook support the experiences provided in the workshop. Advanced
training is available for those who wish to continue. Itis our hope that a growing number of students, facuty and staff will become proficient in the
skills of interfaith dialogue and exploring spirituality, and will go on to provide the leadership needed for growth in this area.
