Many independent groups and projects sharing one master-list of people and organizations.  Diagram shows 10 websites (independent domains) currently sharing data with a common database.  Design can support many more websites and many more database tables.  One user can be a member of many groups through one account; all lists and resources can be shared between groups on a negotiated basis, all work together to build these resources.

SQL SERVER 2000 DATABASE





The database organizes a series of interrelated “master lists” (database tables) of various types.   There can be an unlimited number of listings of each type, and each type can be characterized by up to 1000 separate descriptors (database fields).  Each type of object has an ID number.  These include:





Groups – independently administered projects within Interspirit that bring people together.  Each group can create as many subgroups as desired, and is offered a detailed suite of functions by the Interspirit system





Users – master-list of people who are members of Interspirit groups; username and password, contact information, biographical profile, preferences, etc.





Organizations – projects and groups in the world that bring users together for some purpose, and are listed by Interspirit groups





Groupmembers – maintains membership list of groups (which users in the user table are members of each group) – links userID number with groupID number





Orgmembers – maintains membership list of organizations (which users in the user table are members of the organization) – links userID number with orgID number





Dmail – stores email messages sent by each group or subgroup





Polling – questions posed by groups, linked to user responses





Textblocks – blogs, articles, comments, documents, etc.





Calendar – events, listed by day





Additional Tables – many other related lists of objects and information
